In our seventeenth year of offering this evidence-based  
model, our dedicated team of 14 registered nurses continue  
to support first-time moms and their families. Our nurses  
travel throughout Dallas and surrounding counties providing 
in-home medical, nutritional, and social-emotional support 
from pregnancy through the child’s second birthday -  
ensuring both mom and baby get the resources they need.

WiNGS collaborates with over 50 community  
partners to increase the collective impact 
including our larger collaborations with Salvation 
Army, City of Dallas, Crossroads Community 
Services City for Financial Empowerment, Shops  
at Red Bird and The DEC Network.
